Message from the Mayor

Our 2024/25 Budget reflects a balanced approach
to meeting community expectations and feedback
while recognising the rising costs to operate faced
by Council and also providing more than $1.4m

of new initiatives and fee relief for residential
ratepayers to ease cost of living pressures.

We have worked hard to develop a budget that responds
directly to the feedback you provided through our various
engagement activities including our Annual Community
Survey and our Strategic Community Planning review.

This year’s budget includes a $52m capital works program,
focusing on facility enhancements such as the completion
of the multi-million Roebourne Streetscapes masterplan
phase 1 and 2 works, Karratha Leisureplex upgrades, and
completing two year’s worth of footpath works.

Fee Relief

We are aware of the cost of living pressures on the
community and are providing a 20% discount to owner
occupiers for aquatic memberships at recreation
facilities and all Red Earth Arts Precinct events.

This year we are ensuring owner-occupiers are supported
with a 20% discount for aquatic memberships at our
recreation facilities and all Red Earth Arts Precinct events.

We are also continuing the popular kids swim free and
Casual Shoot Around program, increasing free community
events and activations, and implementing a lights on
program for ovals in Wickham and Roebourne.

We are committed to maintaining a balanced approach to
spending and meeting the community’s needs.

@ Activities for youth

We heard your feedback and will be increasing the
amount of family friendly activities and events in our
City, continuing the popular summer holidays kids swim
free and Casual Shoot Around program, and keeping
lights on at facilities in Wickham and Roebourne. We will
also continue to delivery our School term and holiday
programming at the Base and The Youth Shed.

E@ Public facilities and amenities

Based on feedback from the Community Survey, we are
investigating the construction of basketball half courts

in Point Samson and Wickham as well as locations for a
fenced off-lead dog park. Improvements to facilities such
as the Karratha Leisureplex, and new seating at the Red
Earth Arts Precinct.

Transport and air services

The City will be developing a business case for
implementing international flights and attaining
international airport status. Your feedback was positive
about our footpath strategy so we are bringing forward
planned works to complete two years worth of works in
12 months as part of our $13.2m transport projects.

ﬁ Housing

The City recognises housing cost pressures, and this
year will be progressing its Project Dorothy initiative to
work with developers on constructing properties on
development ready land and will also be progressing
housing construction projects in Karratha and Wickham.

Cost of living

We are aware of the cost of living pressures facing the
community and have $1.4m new initiatives and fee relief
for residential ratepayers to ease this burden.
